The meeting was called to order by Chair Sanchez at 11:57 am.

A motion was made by S. Cox and seconded by T. Cotton to accept the minutes of the September 7, 2010 meeting as presented.  The motion was unanimously approved.
Nikki Brauer attended the meeting to tell everyone about the new Health Promotions and Wellness. The biggest difference is that the area is no longer a program but is now considered a department. The new department services the needs of faculty, staff and students at Illinois State University. Nikki has served as the point person for the Wellness program for the past 17 years. The new Health Promotions and Wellness office will be located at McCormick 187. They hope to move into their new office in late November or early December. The group worked with Karen Moses of Arizona State University to help enhance the change that recently occurred. Information on activities can be located at wellness.IllinoisState.edu The are currently enrolling people in the SEVEN program. Membership will be required to use the new Student Fitness Center. 

A discussion was held on release time and how it works. Nikki is currently rewriting the release time policy as it pertains to Wellness but it will need to be reviewed by others before it becomes a policy.

It was noted that when the new Student Fitness Center opens all University faculty, staff and students will have access to any class offered if they are a member of the fitness center. T. Sanchez noted she is still in the process of getting information on the attendance policy. This topic will be discussed at a future meeting.

The Council of Councils will meet on Friday, October 22 at Governor’s State University in Chicago. T. A motion was made by S. Cox and seconded by B. Arbogast to reimburse individuals for their travel expenses and the cost of a fleet vehicle to attend the meeting. The motion was unanimously approved.

D. Turner noted that the EAF Committee will meet in conjunction with the Council of Councils meeting and he noted the meeting is open for everyone to attend.

Jean reported that 75 people attended the picnic but there was a lot of food left over from the event. S. Cox noted that several people told her they had asked for white or dark meat and were told that it was not available when they came through the line. Jean noted there was a mix up and it was not known at the beginning of serving that the meat was split by white and dark and more meat was available in the holding area. It was also noted that some people have indicated they will not attend the event again.
